Executive Committee Meeting

September 8, 2006
The meeting was called to order at 6:25 PM by Vice Chairman Rachel El-Saleh by teleconference, in accord with the power of the Chairman to call a meeting not held in person.  Other Officers present by telephone were Secretary Matt Delevoryas and Treasurer Nicole Trojanowski.  Chairman Louise Lepie was absent. 
It was noted that the meeting had been called by the Vice Chairman (exercising the powers of the Chairman in the absence of the Chairman) slightly earlier in the day, without any member of the Executive Committee receiving 48 hours notice of the meeting.  All Executive Committee members present were noted to have waived notice by virtue of their willing participation in the meeting.  The one Executive Committee member not present, Chairman Louise Lepie, had already been noted to have sent a message concerning administering the Division during an overseas absence, a message which was deemed to constitute a waiver of notice for any meeting of the Executive Committee before her return.
By general consent, the assembly dispensed with the reading of the minutes of the previous meeting.
The assembly discussed that the Division Tournament Committee had not followed the procedures within the Bylaws to prepare a tournament schedule for the fencing year, and deliver such a schedule to the Executive Committee for review.  There were understood to be extenuating circumstances for why it might be preferable for the Tournament Committee to default in its obligation than to deliver a calendar conforming to the Bylaws.  As the body ultimately responsible for the Division, the Executive Committee considered that it needed to create the schedule instead of review a schedule from the Tournament Committee.  By general consent, the assembly resolved:

Whereas, The Division Tournament Committee met but failed to produce a division tournament calendar in accord with the Bylaws for review by the Executive Committee, and to be published by Labor Day, and the Division Tournament Committee will not be able to meet in time to fulfill this obligation;

Whereas, The Executive Committee is aware of the scheduling desires of all the involved clubs;

Resolved, That the Executive Committee hereby adopts a 2006-2007 division tournament calendar which shall be treated as if had been prepared by the Division Tournament Committee and submitted for review to the Executive Committee, and then not altered upon review by the Executive Committee;

Resolved, That the previous action of the Executive Committee to place the Fête de Lune and the Cougar Call to Arms on the calendar, contingent on lack of timely action by the Division Tournament Committee to specify otherwise, is still in force;

Resolved, That the "blackout weekends" shall be considered as if they were specified by the Division Tournament Committee to be:

· September 30 - October 1 (due to the South Texas Division SSCC tournament)

· November 4 - 5 (due to the North Texas Division SSCC tournament)

· November 18 - 19 (due to an RYC in Houston)

· December 2 - 3 (due to the Gulf Coast Texas Division JO qualifiers hosted by UST on these two days)

· February 3 - 4 (due to the Rose Condon, an SSCC tournament)

· March 3 - 4 (due to the Gulf Coast Texas Division SSCC tournament hosted by ALL on these two days)

· March 24 - 25 (due to the Gulf Coast Texas Division Divisionals hosted by SM on these two days)

· April 14 - 15 (due to the Oz Parsons, the Oklahoma Division SSCC tournament)

· April 28 - 29 (due to an RYC in Houston)

· May 5 - 6 (due to Sectionals)

Resolved, That the "protected weekends" shall be considered as if they were specified by the Division Tournament Committee to be:

· October 7 - 8, TAMU

· October 14 - 15, SM

· October 28 - 29, BCFA

· November 11-12, SHHSFT

· January 6 - 7, AofF

· February 10 - 11, KB

· February 24 - 25, YEH

· March 17 - 18, SC

· March 31 - April 1, WFC

· June 2 - 3, FCUH

· June 9 - 10, ALL

Resolved, That because the Bylaws provide for "protected weekends" but not for protected half-weekends and because CLFC would have been considered to have May 12-13 as a "protected weekend" but CLFC wished to allow May 13th to be used as if not part of a "protected weekend", May 12 shall be considered for purposes of scheduling exactly as if it were part of a protected weekend for CLFC;

Resolved, That additional tournaments not scheduled on "protected weekends" shall be considered as if they were specified by the Division Tournament Committee to be:

· September 23 (Saturday), ALL, Y10 & Y12

· September 24 (Sunday), SM, Y10 & Y12 & Y14

· October 21 (Saturday), CLFC, E and under

· December 9 (Saturday), GFC

· December 16 (Saturday) and December 17 (Sunday), BCFA

· December 30 (Saturday), ALL, cadet & junior

· January 13 (Saturday) and January 14 (Sunday), AofF, E and under

· January 20 (Saturday) and January 21 (Sunday), SM, Y10 & Y12 & Y14

· March 10 (Saturday) and March 11 (Sunday), SHHSFT

· May 13 (Sunday), ALL, cadet & junior

· June 16 (Saturday), GFC, women only
