Executive Committee Meeting

November 14, 2007
The meeting was called to order at 9:19 PM by Chairman Louise Lepie at the Houston Athletic Fencing Center at 4997 West Bellfort, Houston.  Other Officers present were Secretary Matt Delevoryas and Treasurer Nicole Trojanowski.  Vice Chairman Rachel El-Saleh was absent.
By general consent, the assembly accepted the draft minutes of the previous meeting (October 10), as they had appeared on the Division Web site.

There was no report from the Office of the Treasurer.
Matt Delevoryas, Chairman of the Equipment Committee, briefly reported on the state of the equipment.  He stated that since the October 10th Executive Committee meeting (the last at which a report was presented), there were no changes from what was reported on that occasion, except that the anticipated request to lend equipment to the Longhorn arrived, and the loan occurred.
The assembly noted that, as it did not have in force any delegation of authority to administer “the rotation” (the allocation of the “big three” tournaments to host clubs which was adopted at the April 16th, 2004 meeting), the Executive Committee as a body was currently administering “the rotation” directly.  With that in mind, Matt Delevoryas moved, in recognition of Missouri City Fencing Academy having joined the Gulf Coast Texas Division, that MCFA be acknowledged as having been added to the end of “the order” on an indeterminate occasion after September 30, 2007 and before November 1, 2007.  The motion passed.
The assembly discussed the upcoming divisional qualifier tournament for the 2008 Junior Olympic Championships, and also the requirement that the Division report the results of its Division I team qualifier competitions by mid-March, one month prior to Divisionals.  Matt Delevoryas moved that the Division’s six Division I team qualifier competitions be held as part of the same tournament as the J.O. qualifier competitions, and to permit the organizers of the divisional qualifier tournament for the 2008 Junior Olympic Championships to charge up to $30 per team without additional registration fees for the individual fencers.  The motion passed.
Nicole Trojanowski moved to adjourn.  The motion passed.  The meeting adjourned at approximately 9:45 PM.
