Executive Committee Meeting

January 31, 2008
The meeting was called to order at 6:40 PM by Chairman Louise Lepie at the Houston Athletic Fencing Center at 4997 West Bellfort, Houston.  Other Officers present were Secretary Matt Delevoryas and Treasurer Nicole Trojanowski.  Vice Chairman Rachel El-Saleh was absent. 

It was noted that the meeting had been called by the Chairman earlier the same day, without any member of the Executive Committee receiving 48 hours notice of the meeting.  Rachel El-Saleh was known to have explicitly waived notice of the meeting in writing, and the remaining Executive Committee members were noted to have waived notice by virtue of their willing participation in the meeting.
Louise Lepie moved to accept the draft minutes of the previous (December 12) meeting, as they had appeared on the Division Web site.  The motion passed without objection.
In relation to “the rotation” (the allocation of the “big three” tournaments to host clubs which was adopted at the April 16th, 2004 meeting and amended thereafter), Nicole Trojanowski moved:  “The assembly entertained the proposition that South Houston High School Fencing Team entered into an arrangement with Galveston Fencing Club to ‘co-host’, as defined by the rules of ‘the rotation’, the December 2007 JO qualifier tournament.  In such a case, the rules of ‘the rotation’ specify how the position of South Houston High School Fencing Team would be adjusted in the order.  The rules of ‘the rotation’ define ‘co-hosting’ as ‘an arrangement whereby two or more clubs share in the revenue, in any proportion, from any Tournament and such terms shall not include any arrangement whereby a club merely offers assistance to a host club’.  The assembly does not have cause to believe that such occurred and, as such, the order of ‘the rotation’ should not reflect any associated change in the position of South Houston High School Fencing Team.”  The motion passed by general consent.

The assembly discussed the need to conduct clerical work to administer “the rotation”, and the impracticality of the Executive Committee as a body doing this.  It was noted that delegation of administration to an administrator was specifically described in the rules of “the rotation”, and that this had routinely been done.  Nicole Trojanowski moved that administration of “the rotation” be delegated to Matt Delevoryas until the end of July 31, 2008, and that this delegation of authority included the authority to select the time when “rotating” to select the hosts for the 2008-2009 tournaments would commence.  The motion passed.

Louise Lepie moved to adjourn.  The motion passed.  The assembly adjourned at 6:42 PM.
