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The meeting was called to order at 8:25 AM by Vice Chairman Rachel El-Saleh at the Houston Athletic Fencing Center at 4997 West Bellfort, Houston.  Other Officers present were Secretary Matt Delevoryas and Treasurer Nicole Trojanowski. 
It was understood that the meeting had been called by the Chairman less than 48 hours previously, hence without any member of the Executive Committee receiving 48 hours notice of the meeting.  Louise Lepie was known to have waived notice of the meeting, and the remaining Executive Committee members were noted to have waived notice by virtue of their willing participation in the meeting.
By general consent, the assembly dispensed with the reading of the minutes of the previous (October 15) meeting.

The assembly discussed the unexpected request from the Southwest Section that Sectionals be held in the spring of 2009 in the Gulf Coast Texas Division, one year earlier than originally expected, because of an anticipated default within the division where the tournament was originally expect to occur.  The two key issues were whether “the rotation” already by default applied to the situation, and, without regard to what the default policy might be, whether deliberate action would be appropriate to deviate from the default policy.  It was noted that the applicability of “the rotation” might be analogous to the recent situation where the host club for the Division’s Junior Olympics qualifiers was relieved of the obligation to host that tournament.  But, it was also noted that the time remaining before the tournament was short in that case, and long for Sectionals.  By general consent, the assembly resolved that it was the sense of the assembly that by default “the rotation” applied to the hosting of the spring 2009 Sectionals.  (No action was taken which would supersede the default policy.)
Nicole Trojanowski moved to adjourn.  The motion passed.  The assembly adjourned at 8:36 AM.
